Why believe the Gospel of Jesus Christ? – 3 Reasons
1. Because the Gospel is good news 
(Romans 1:1-9, 16; 1 Corinthians 15:1-4)
Paul describes the Gospel as God’s promise through the OT about Jesus Christ, the God-man, dying in our place, and sinlessly rising back to life.

2. Because the Gospel saves us 
(Romans 1:16; 3:21; 4:1-8; 6:1-10, 12; 8:8,9, 18-23; 
2 Corinthians 5:21)
Paul describes the results of the Gospel as removing our sin guilt, giving Christ righteousness, freeing us from sin to live for God, and transforming us.

· Justification (Rom. 3:21; 4:1-8; 2 Cor. 5:21)

· Reconciliation (Rom. 5:10)

· Sanctification (Rom. 6:1-10, 12; 8:8, 9)

· Glorification (Rom. 8:18-23)

Application Questions:
· How do you recognize the benefits of salvation?

· Do you look forward to the future benefits of salvation?

3. Because the Gospel is applied through belief 
(Romans 1:16; 10:9-14; )
Paul encourages acknowledging and assenting to the truth of God’s Word about sin and the only object of faith, Jesus Christ, that can pardon sin and give spiritual life.
